The Feast of Corpus Christi: 

The Body and Blood of Christ 

 

 

     The Feast of Corpus Christi, or the Feast of the Body and Blood of 

Christ, dates back to the 13th century, but it celebrates something far older: 

the institution of the Sacrament of Holy Communion at the Last Supper.  

While Holy Thursday is also a celebration of this mystery, the solemn na-

ture of Holy Week, and the focus on Christ’s Passion on Good Friday, 

overshadows that aspect of Holy Thursday. 

 

     For centuries after the celebration was extended to the universal Church,  

the feast was also celebrated with a Eucharistic procession, in which the 

Sacred Host was carried throughout the town, accompanied by hymns and 

litanies.  The faithful would venerate the Body of Christ as the procession 

passed by.  In recent years, this practice has almost disappeared, though 

some parishes still hold a brief procession around the outside of the parish 

church. 

 

All First Communicants and their families are invited to the 11:00 a.m. 

liturgy on Sunday, June 26, 2011.  The children should come dressed 

in their First Communion attire and plan to be part of the Eucharistic 

procession at the end of Mass.

Born 1656 | Died 1680 | Beatified June 22, 1980 

 

     The Blessed Kateri Tekakwitha was the 

first Native American to be beatified.  

Known as the “Lily of the Mohawks,” she 

established Native American ministries in 

parishes  across  the  United  States  and  

Canada.
